Chartered

According to the July 1985 "PocoNotes," a publmatput out
by the White Haven Center, the Lions Club recezdfficial
charter May 4 of that year at St. John's Parish, Heteland.
Freeland resident Gerald Feissner started the ghwapgh the
Freeland Lions Club, said Joe Kovack, Lions secyetand
charter member of the White Haven Center Lions. Freeland club sponsored the center's
club, which is a requirement to become charteremjakk said. As sponsor, the Freeland club
was charged with offering assistance and guidaactheé new club. Kovack leafed through
papers and photographs depicting the group's paishg its accomplishments over the years.

In its first year, the White Haven Lions had a cpttcandy booth at the Lehigh River
Whitewater Festival, collected aluminum cans fayofing, collected used eyeglasses and held
adult education voter registration/training amotigeo community-centered endeavors. It also
donated to several groups such as White Haven YedurAmbulance Fund, several Special
Olympics events, the White Haven Sports Associatibreeland's Dr. James Gallagher
Memorial, the Hazleton Area Memorial to Deceaseshkiand the White Haven Center Client
Wheelchair Safety/Visibility flags fund. Many of dke projects and donations made in the
club's first year are continued today, Kovack satirty members made up the original group;
four of them remain tied to it, he said. In fackigsner is still a close friend of the center and
serves on its board of trustees, Kovack said.

The projects

Recycling at the center has expanded beyond alumgans. Lions Club members now collect
plastic and cardboard not only used at the centeralso at the homes of the center's staff.
Though not all who work or live at the center affec@l Lions members, they still support the
group’s cause by participating in programs likeyohiag, said Holly Lynott, Program Services




Director, at the center

Tim Alford, president of the White Haven Lions Clabd resident service supervisor, said staff
often gets involved in other Lions-organized prtgetn a way, Lynott said, the group engages
the center's more than 500 employees in a prdpectighout the year. "We have more plastic
bottles than you can imagine," she said.

Jim Monahan, therapeutic activities services wqrkard dozens of large garbage bags full of
recycled items are brought to a recycling centdlakeslee two-to-three times each year.

The recycling program and an annual spring cleamupOley Valley Road not only teach
environmental stewardship to club members, but glemote it in the community.

Lynda Gelik, therapeutic activities services mamagatled off a list of trashed items the group
picked up along a 2-mile stretch of Oley Valley Bpahich runs past the center, over the years
as other center staff chimed in.

Kovack recalled the inaugural cleanup, some 20syago, when more than 40 car tires, car
batteries, oil cans and scores of broken beveratjle® were picked up.

The group still collects eyeglasses for the Blirgkdciation and donates to local causes and the
Special Olympics. It meets once each month at dimmeetings held at Sitko's Barn, State
Route 437, in White Haven.

A golf outing held every year through Sitko's hefmsy the Lions' annual dues and provide
money for donations, Alford said.
