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History of Beacon Lodge  
Beacon Lodge began in 1947 when a group of twelve blind people met at 
the office of the Pennsylvania Federation of the Blind to discuss the need for 
a summer camp for the blind of Pennsylvania. Inspired by this dream, Carl 
L. shoemaker of Lewiston, PA became chairman of the Camp research 
Committee and by August 1948, a desirable location was found. 
 

Arrangements were completed to petition the court to be granted a charter to 
operate as a non-profit organization in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  
Beacon Lodge was purchased from the Shapiro Brothers in 1950 for 
$12,500.  The debt was paid off by the Lions of District 14-C in 1962. 
Through the efforts of Carl Shoemaker and a small group of Lion friends, 
an experimental program was conducted in August 1949.  The success of 
that two-week program prompted a six-week session for 26 campers during 
the summer of 1950. In 1959, another experimental session for blind 
children was instituted. With the inception of this idea, Carl Shoemaker and 
Beacon Lodge achieved a far-reaching aspiration – a summer camp for the 
blind of all ages.  The highlight of Mr. Shoemaker’s tenure was the 
construction of Children’s Village in 1965.  
 

Again in 1985, additional summer camping programs were added for 
hearing impaired, physically challenged and mentally challenged children.  In 2008 there were 460 campers, of 
this 105 were children. Approximately 10% of the campers who attend are able to pay their own fee. The 
remaining 90% are privileged to attend by sponsorships provided by the Lions, Lioness and Leo Clubs of 
Pennsylvania. 8,178 persons have attended the PA Lions Beacon Lodge Camp since 1949. 
 

A complete recreational program has been developed to meet the needs of all handicapped populations. The 
program consists of opportunities for relaxation, and for those who prefer a more active vacation; the program 
offers a wide range of activities. The construction of the new pool in 2005, the new playground in 2006 and the 
Sewer and Water lines are some of the improvements made at the camp. The camp administration is constantly 
aware of the educational needs of our children and adult campers. With this in mind, much planning is done to 
create an atmosphere of learning, allowing each individual to better understand his/her limitations to become 
more capable of using the skills he/she possesses. This allows them to return to their respective communities 
better equipped to cope with the problems of everyday living. Support of inspired Lions makes it possible for 
PA Lions Beacon Lodge to expand its program and to provide greater benefits for more campers each year. At 
PA Lions Beacon Lodge Camp, we stress what a person CAN DO – not what a person CANNOT DO.
