COURTESY EYEGLASS PROCEDURE 
Everyone knows the Lions are all about eyesight. Blindness prevention and eyesight preservation are what 
Lions took as a challenge by Helen Keller, when she asked them to become “Knights of the Blind.” Providing 
free (or reasonable) glasses to needy residents has become a major part of what Lions do. Here is the procedure 
in District 14-W for this process to take place. Whenever a club, a member, our help line 208-LION, the 
Luzerne County HELP LINE, an anonymous e-mail or a referral from a news reporter, receives a request for 
eyeglasses, the procedure never varies. The individual is referred to the Association For The Blind on Wyoming 
Avenue in Exeter. The individual must call 570-693-3555, ask for Denise and she will walk them through the 
process. There is a means test, a financial eligibility screening that we do not need to know, and when 
qualification is determined, an appointment is then made to go in for the vision test. When all is completed the 
individual leaves with new eyeglasses, courtesy of everyone. The Lions Club in the town where the individual 
lives is billed for a nominal amount, which is the unfunded portion of all of the costs. Single vision lenses are 
$35 and multi vision will cost the hometown club $55-$58. Transition lenses, polycarbonate lenses and Varilux 
are not provided unless the individual pays for the upgrade 
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EXTENSION WORKSHOP AND RESULTS 
 The purpose of the Blitz training was to give the representatives in attendance all of the necessary tools to 
successfully campaign and solicit members with the purpose of starting new clubs. We were given scripts with 
dialogue for thought starters, how to approach, what exactly to say, deciding whom in the two and three teams 
would do the talking and about what and when. Some were better at the opening dialogue some at closing the 
deal. Some handled the follow ups, others deciding when to go back and where to go next. We were given 
sample letters to mail to prospects we spoke with; the letters were graded by the level of interest the prospect 
had shown and were mailed each night following the day’s campaign. 
 

 The results speak for themselves. We campaigned in the community of West Pittston where a club had existed 
for over 35 years, and yet 4 years ago they closed, leaving the community without the benefit of all the service 
and services that a full functioning Lions club provides. The charter application has been submitted to Lions 
International with a roster of 21 and several more to be added by charter presentation time. Your Team worked 
very hard for this and I am and you should be very proud of their accomplishment. I am thankful for the help. 
 

Charter presentation date is Tuesday, January 19th, 2010. The site chosen is The Woodlands; price is $15 per 
person, cash bar, choice of three items. And the Good News is that YOU ARE ALL INVITED. Offers for 
equipment will be considered for those clubs who want to help this new club get started. 
 

This is just the first of many new clubs your district is planning, but we need your help; we cannot do it alone. 
We need your help. We are also helping to rebuild and/or strengthen existing clubs. We will “MOVE TO 
GROW” our membership. Not maybe, just fact. Let’s all help make 14-W the shining star in the crown of

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HEARING AID NEWS  
Club President and Secretaries are advised to keep the enclosed updated Hearing Aid Form, which 
changes the financial qualifications for Hearing Aid participants. The attached form takes into 
consideration the Federal Guidelines for Poverty Level Programs, such as our District 14-W Lions 
Hearing Aid Program. The program qualifications are based on 135% of the Federal Poverty Level 
effective January 1, 2009. Our program has been beneficial in providing Hearing Aids to those who 
cannot afford them because of their income or family incomes. Applicants under our program are 
required to fund those costs affiliated with acquiring a Hearing Aid which are considered personal 
items such as, testing, prosthesis, and Doctor’s fees. A fee of $36 is charged for the hearing test; $76 
for the in-ear prosthesis; $200 for Dr. Wadas preforma fees. These costs have been negotiated with 
the Audiology and Hearing Aid facility operated by Dr. David Wadas, located at 34 South Main 
Street, Wilkes-Barre, on the first floor, rear of the Provincial Towers Building. In addition to the 
personal cost, individuals are required to provide proof of income by either: recent W-2 Form, 
current pay check, or yearly income statement from either and/or pension funds and social security. 
Dr. Wadas, a noted audiologist, has been working with the Lions over the past years in helping 
provide hearing aids to those in need and when we were recycling used Hearing Aids, which we still 
do, if they are less than four years old. In the ear Hearing Aids are not acceptable, because of the 
different shapes of individual’s ear canals. 
Our LCIF Hearing Aids are the latest digital hearing aids available and must be programmed to the 
individual’s needs. There are two types, a 3P for normal hearing loss and a 3HP for deep hearing 
loss. The 3P comes in colors of Beige, Brown or Gray. The 3 HP come is Beige, or Gray.

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IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR CLUBS SUBJECT TO U. S. TA X LAWS 
In order to determine if your Lions district or club is required to file either Form 990, 990-EZ or 990-N (e-
postcard), two elements must be reviewed: 

1) The gross receipts amount and 
2) The total value of the district or club assets 

The following are several possible combinations of these two items which note the proper form to file: 
• If your district or club’s gross receipts are normally less than $25,000, starting for tax year 2007, you will be 
required to file Form 990-N, the electronic e-postcard. If you receive a Form 990 package in the mail you 
MUST file a return without financial data, Parts I and II. Beginning with the 2010 tax year, filed in 2011, filing 
threshold for Form 990-N is scheduled to increase from $25,000 to $50,000 in gross receipts. 
• If your district or club’s gross receipts are more than $25,000, but less than $200,000 and total assets are under 
$500,000, then Form 990-EZ may be filed instead of Form 990. 
• If your district or club’s gross receipts are less than $200,000, but total assets are more than $500,000, then 
Form 990 must be filed. 
• If your district or club’s gross receipts are more than $200,000, and total assets are more than $550,000, then 
Form 990 must be filed. 
• If your district or club receives an IRS packet with a pre-addressed label, then it must file the return indicated 
in one of the four conditions noted above. Some states require a complete return even if the IRS does not! 
* Please note that the new Form 990 will be phased in over a three-year period by increasing the filing threshold 
for the 990-EZ; please review the Form 990 Phase-in Filing Requirement found on the LCI website for more 
information on how this may affect the form a club can file. 
The Form 990, Form 990-EZ or Form 990-N return must be filed by a Lions district or club meeting the above 
criteria by the 15th day of the fifth month (fiscal year – November 15th; calendar year – May 15th) after the 
close of the respective accounting year. The fiscal year reporting period of July 1, 2008-June 30, 2009, requires 
that a 2008 tax form be used; the calendar period January 1, 2009 -December 31, 2009 requires use of a 2009 
form. DO NOT send the original completed Form 990, 990-EZ or 990-N (e-postcard) to Lions Clubs 
International. Lioness & Leo club receipts should be reported on sponsoring Lions Club’s Form 990, 990-EZ or 
990-N. Lioness Clubs and Leo Clubs should not file their own form. For your guidance instructions and blank 
forms are available on the LCI website. 
If your Lions district or club does not have an EIN number, it can be obtained directly from the IRS in the 
following ways: 

• Completing an application on-line at www.irs.gov  
• Completing Form SS-4 and either faxing it or mailing it to the IRS. 
• Calling the IRS Business & Specialty Tax Line at (800) 829-4933. 

Please be advised that all Lions districts and individual clubs are exempt from federal income tax under 
Internal Revenue Code Section 501(c)(4); and this should be reflected in Part “J” of the Form 990-EZ. 
The organization’s primary exempt purpose is “civic/social service” and should be reflected in Part III. 
If you have questions and/or need help completing the forms, call 1-877-829-5500. This IRS toll-free telephone 
service is available Monday- Friday from 8:30 a.m. to 5:30pm EST. 
You may access the IRS website 24 hours a day, 7 days a week at www.irs.gov  to: 

• Download forms, instructions and publications. 
• Obtain an EIN number. 
• See answers to frequently asked tax questions. 
• Search publications on-line by topic or keyword. 
• Send comments or request help from the IRS via e-mail. 

Your state’s Department of Revenue may require a copy of the federal return or may have other specific 
reporting procedures. Please contact them for specific information, instructions and forms. 
It is important to note that not only have the laws changed, but there is growing evidence that the IRS is 
beginning to audit many of our clubs and other not-for-profit organizations. The IRS has and will assess 
penalties for failure to file timely returns. Even though no tax is due for most clubs, there is a general 
requirement to file a return as described above.

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The Relationship of Lions Clubs International to the UN 
Article 71 of the Charter of the United Nations states, "The Economic and Social Council may make suitable 

arrangements for consultation with non-governmental organizations which are concerned 
with matters within its competence. Such arrangements may be made with international 
organizations." 
It is incorrect, however, to say that Lions have consultative status to the UN in general. 
The Economic and Social Council, one of the main bodies of the United Nations, is 
concerned primarily with advancing the welfare of all human beings. 
It is the Security Council of the UN that has direct responsibility for the first purpose of 
the United Nations. "To maintain international peace and security." Lions Clubs 
International has no relationship with the Security Council. It is not the policy of Lions 
Clubs International to endorse particular resolutions or actions of the United Nations 
taken to further the first stated purpose of the UN. "To maintain international peace and 
security." In these respects, Lions have as great differences in opinion as all people and 
nationalities. 

With regard to the second and third stated purposes of the UN, "To develop friendly relations among nations" 
and "To achieve international cooperation in solving international problems of an economic, social, cultural or 
humanitarian character ...” comparison is invited to the Third Purpose of Lions Clubs International. 
 

To create and foster a spirit of understanding among the peoples of the world. 
 

Lions Clubs International supports the United Nations" ideal of a world at peace.  Lions are encouraged to be 
informed, to support, and to promulgate information about the UN, its humanitarian objectives and the work of 
its agencies – especially in public observances of United Nations Day on October 24 and Lions Day with the 
United Nations, held in late February or early March each year. 
The international president annually appoints representatives to ECOSOC, WHO, UNICEF and UNESCO. A

Peace Poster Information 
Each year, Lions clubs around the world proudly sponsor the Lions International Peace Poster Contest in local 
schools and youth groups. This Contest encourages young people worldwide to artistically express their visions 
of peace. The theme of the 2009-10 Peace Poster Contest is "The Power of Peace." Students, ages 11, 12 or 13 
on November 15, are eligible to participate.

What obstacles do we face? 

The “Time Factor”—the limited volunteer time of perspective members 
The “Age Factor”—the image that the club is primarily an organization of old people 
The “Commitment Factor”—the lack of commitment by Lions to seek out prospective members 
The Ability to Sell Lionism 
The People commitment 
Proper training/orientation of new members and a refresher for long-time members 
 

How can we overcome these obstacles? 
“Time Factor” 
We must compete for the time of prospective members 
Tell prospective Lions that they: 

1. Are not required to attend all meetings 
2. Can select activities that fit their interests 
3. Can limit their participation to fit their schedules (be part of the club, not have to  

participate in all activities) 
“Age Factor” 

1. Need to recruit younger members 
2. Ask children (grandchildren when appropriate) of current members 
3. Ask each Lion to suggest a prospective member who is 10 years younger than them 

“Commitment Factor” 
Increase involvement of Lions to recruit new members 

1. Team Competitions or Incentives  
2. Form membership recruiting teams and award points for 

A. Suggesting names of perspective members 
B. Guests who attend a meeting 
C. Publicly recognize progress and results 
D. Encourage Lions to stress service project activities rather than fundraisers 
E. When asked “What do Lions do?” Do not say “We sell brooms or roses [or some other 

fundraiser] 
F. Instead, describe our service project activities 
G. Actively seek out prospective members who are “givers”—individuals who want to 

give back to their community, not the “takers” who seem to be all over the place 
H. Use service committee chairpersons and community representatives to present in an 

Information Meeting on how “WE SERVE”  (What we do with particular service 
projects and how our community benefits) 

“Ability to sell Lionism” 
1. Collect the “good stuff” of certain PDG’s and make it available (DVD’s,  hardcopy, etc.) 

to individual clubs 
2. Take advantage of the resources on the LCI web site 
3. Emphasize more on how we help the less fortunate of our community 

“People Commitment” 
1. Assess if they are willing to commit that which is needed to be a good Lion 
2. Take the training materials to clubs and train there…huge task, but could it be done?
