Dear Friends of the Mission of the Healing Eyes:

Our clinic went to Ixtapa Mexico on October 16, @0dnd returned on October 23, 2010. In
addition to our regular group of 15 we had 2 addai Eye Surgeons and their operating room
techs join us. On Sunday we turned the three spam@s and a hallway loaned to us by the
Naval Hospital into a three person operating roameye-examination room and an operation-
prep room for the patients. As | mentioned to gadier, a series of 6 stations is set up in order
to determine if we can address the problems predeoy the patients. We first do a visual
screening with an eye chart; then place dilatioopdrin the patients’ eyes, afterwards they
receive an internal eye exam where it is determiffedataract surgery can be done.
Additionally the physicians advise and medicatébfgms such as glaucoma.

If cataract surgery can be done, the patients glogmext station where the eye is measured for
a replacement lens. This time, because of the iadditsurgeons, the staff also was able to
correct cataract scarring and pterygiums. Nextattet of the eye is numbed for surgery and
finally the patient proceeds to surgery.

This procedure was followed for each of the fouysdaf the clinic. On each day of the clinic
we saw 160 people or 800 patients. Thanks to yooation of $650.00 and the Lions recycled
glasses we distributed over 3,300 glasses. Ouresngyperformed 145 cataract surgeries, 14
pterygiums and 25 laser treatments. On Friday,ldke day of the clinic, over 100 patients
returned for a final checkup.

Our mission and our clinic was a success becausplgdike you provided the support we
needed to do our work. My thanks are multiplied 86{es.
