Scruggs is a retired commercial airline pilot. A member of the 
Vass Lions Club, he has held many offices within the 
association, including club president, multiple district extension 
chairperson and district governor. In addition Vice President 
Scruggs has been a presenter at the USA/Canada and Europa

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  PA Lions Beacon Lodge Camp       �
How many of our Lions members have ever participated in a work weekend at BLC?�

Just ask PDG Angelo Costello, Swoyersville Lions. He will tell you how he and a 
number of Lions from 14-H/14-W traveled to the camp to build the 14-H building in 
Children's Village in 1965. That building is now part of the Children's Village 
kitchen/dining hall combined with a building sponsored by 14-L Lions.�
How many Lions have ever attended Lions Appreciation Day at BLC? It is held the 
third Sunday each July. A special program is prepared by the campers and counselors 
to show the appreciation of the campers to the Lions of Pennsylvania for their support of 
the camp. You will not leave the camp without shedding a tear or two.�

How many clubs sponsor a camper to Beacon Lodge? Last year there were 11 
campers from District 14-W. This is a significant increase since 2006 when District 14-
W only had 4 campers attend Beacon Lodge. 
 
The Pennsylvania Lions' Beacon Lodge Camp is a beautiful five hundred and eighty-
three acre camp for children and adults with special needs including blindness, 
Deaf/Hearing Impaired, Autistic Programs, Mentally, Physically, Emotionally Challenged, Adults 
with Muscular Dystrophy, Blind/Visually Impaired children and adults, Visually Impaired 
Toddlers and their families, Children with Multiple Disabilities and many other physical and 
mental challenges. It is nestled in the natural woodlands along the Juniata River of Central 
Pennsylvania just two miles west of Newton Hamilton, near Mount Union. Beacon Lodge was 
established in 1948 as a summer camp for blind residents of Pennsylvania. The goals of the 
camp were and are to present a well-rounded program adaptable to all campers and others, 
regardless of age, race, creed or color. Beacon Lodge is divided into two camps: The Chil-
dren's Village, for campers ages 6 - 17; and the adult group for campers ages 18 to those in 
their golden years. Each summer Beacon Lodge serves over 400 Children and Adult campers.  
 
A complete "learning - through - recreation" program has been developed for our campers. 
Based on each individual's abilities and needs, enabling them to build self-confidence and 
challenge themselves to discover their capabilities. A positive energy and attitude help the 
camper focus on what they can do - not what they cannot do.�

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WHITE CANE  

History          
In 1921, James Biggs, a photographer from Bristol, England, became blind 
following an accident. Because he was feeling uncomfortable with the amount of 
traffic around his home, he painted his walking stick white to be more easily 

visible. In 1930, the late George A. Bonham, President of the Peoria Lions Club (Illinois) introduced 
the idea of using the white cane with a red band as a means of assisting the blind in independent 
mobility. The Peoria Lions approved the idea, white canes were made and distributed, and the Peoria 
City Council adopted an ordinance giving the bearers the right-of-way to cross the street. News of the 
club’s activity spread quickly to other Lions clubs throughout the United States, and their visually 
handicapped friends experimented with the white canes. Overwhelming acceptance of the white cane 
idea by the blind and sighted alike quickly gave cane users a unique method of identifying their 
special need for travel consideration among their sighted counterparts. Also in 1931, in France, Guilly 
d’Herbemont recognized the danger to blind people in traffic and launched a national “white stick 
movement” for blind people. She donated 5,000 white canes to people in Paris. Today white cane 
laws are on the books of every state in the US and many other countries, providing blind persons a 
legal status in traffic. The white cane now universally acknowledges that the bearer is blind. For 
specific information contact your local government office for motor vehicles. 
 

White Cane Safety Days 
To make the American people more fully aware of the 
meaning of the white cane and of the need for motorists to 
exercise special care for the blind person who carries it, on 
October 6, 1964, the U.S. Congress approved a resolution 
authorizing the President of the US to annually issue a 
proclamation designating October 15 th as “National 
White Cane Safety  Day.” *  
The National Federation of the Blind (NFB), a leading 
organization for the blind, has established the third week in 
May as “White Cane Week.” * During this week, a special 
concentration of efforts to educate the public concerning the 
hopes and aspirations of the blind is emphasized. In 
keeping with the Lions’ established tradition of assisting the blind, your Lions club can do much to 
promote community awareness of the white cane law by seeing that all driver education manuals 
prominently include the law. Request that local radio, TV and newspaper media periodically feature 
news of the law’s existence and its wording in detail. Contact offices of local government officials to 
request a proclamation. In the United States, the President’s annual White Cane Safety Day 
proclamation may be found on the White House web site www.whitehouse.gov (news; proclamations)
