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1.  A copy of the Program and the Rules of Procedure will be made available to each Registered Delegate.  
These will govern the Order of Business, and will not be deviated from except with the consent of three fourths 
of the delegates at any session at which a quorum is present. A quorum shall consist of a majority of those 
registered Lions present at any session. 
 

2.   Except as otherwise provided herein, Roberts Rules of Order shall govern Parliamentary Procedure. 
 

3.  All resolutions to be brought before the convention must have been submitted to the Resolutions Committee, 
at least thirty days prior to the Convention.  The Resolutions Committee, after discussion of the proposed 
resolution shall submit said resolution to the Convention Session with the recommendation that it be accepted, - 
that it not be accepted, -or with a stated “No Recommendation”. 

 

4.  Any speaker discussing a subject, which does not appear on the Program, shall be limited to three minutes.  
However, the District Governor, at his discretion, may allow up to three additional minutes.  Time in excess of 
this limitation will be allowed only after approval by a majority vote of those Lions present.  This limitation does 
not apply to those giving programmed reports. 
 

5.   Election of the District Governor and Vice Governor(s): 
 

·  The assembled delegates will receive the report of the nominating committee as to the candidates who have 
been nominated.  All candidates so reported shall have their names placed on the ballot. 

·  Each candidate whose name has been placed in nomination will be entitled to a nominating speech of no 
longer than three minutes.  The order in which these speeches are presented shall be determined by lot, 
except that all nominating speeches for District Governor shall precede nominating speeches for Vice 
District Governor(s). 

·  Only those persons who are registered and designated or their certified alternates shall be entitled to vote.  In 
the event that any delegate cannot be present at the time of voting, a designated alternate may be certified.  
This substitution will be noted on the Delegate-Designated form by a member of the Credentials 
Committee. 

·  Voting shall be supervised by the Elections Committee, which is composed of only Lions in good standing 
who have been appointed by the District Governor, with one member being appointed Chairman.  In the 
event that the Lions appointed are not all present to serve at the time of voting, the chairman may appoint 
any Lions present to serve, providing that the total number shall not exceed four. 

·  Counting of ballots may proceed as soon as voting is completed.  At this time, the Chairman of the Elections 
Committee shall order the area closed, and no one except members of the Elections Committee and one 
representative of each of the candidates shall be allowed in the area. 

·  At the completion of the tabulating of votes, a written report shall be prepared and signed by the election 
committee listing all the winners without specifying the number of votes cast for any candidate.  This report 
shall be immediately delivered to the District Governor who shall announce the results to the assembled 
Lions. 

·  The candidate receiving the greatest number of votes shall be the winner.  In the event of a tie, the tie shall be 
broken by a method acceptable to both candidates. 

·  No band, written material or demonstrations will be permitted in or near the room or where the voting is being 
conducted. 

 
6.  Admission to sessions of the District 14-W Convention will be limited to Lions, Lioness and Leos of the 
District, current and past International Family and spouses, and invited Lion guests.

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Kim Burnham collects more than 6,000 cards for soldiers and Vets

As her regular customers well know, Kim Burnham at Miss Kim’s Coffee-2-Go in West Pittston is one 
perpetually upbeat lady. Year around she dispenses good cheer with coffee and hot chocolate from her coffee 
kiosk at the Wyoming Avenue and Exeter Avenue circle. But 
this time of year she dispenses extra good cheer to soldiers 
and veterans – 6,315 of them to be exact. That’s how many 
signed Christmas cards and letters Burnham collected at her 
business and sent out to service men and women serving 
overseas and to veterans in the Wilkes-Barre VA hospital 
and Walter Reed Army Hospital in Maryland.  
 

Kim, an Army veteran of Operation Desert Shield and 
Operation Desert Storm in 1990 and 1991, got the idea for 
what she calls Operation Christmas Cards and Letters three 
years ago while visiting the Wilkes-Barre VA and seeing 
patients there open Valentine’s Day cards sent through the 
National Salute to Hospitalized Veterans. 
 

The light bulb went on. Why not Christmas cards? That Christmas she started Operation Christmas Cards and 
Letters.  She asked her customers to donate Christmas cards, bought or homemade. She suggested donors write 
messages or include letters in the cards and photos, anything that might make a soldier’s season brighter.  

 

The idea took off.  
 

The Lions Club, to which she belongs with Mark Mazurkivich, 
a Wal-Mart manager, local businesses, schools and churches 
got involved. Family and friends helped out, such as Trish 
Baumann of Geisinger with whom Burnham served in the 
Army; and Harry Laity, a Wal-Mart assistant manager, who 
will be traveling with Burnham to deliver cards to the VA 
Hospital and Walter Reed.   
 

The most difficult part was finding addresses to send the cards 
to. Steve Sapol, from West Pittston, the father of a soldier in 
Afghanistan, provided an address for his son’s unit. Andrew 
Pryor a solider serving overseas with 109th Army Reserve was 
shipped 300 cards. 
 

Last year, Burnham shipped some 2,500 cards overseas and 
then delivered another 1,200 to the VA Hospital in Wilkes-
Barre. This season she posted on her Facebook page her goal 
was to collect 5,000 cards. She reached that goal and then      
some. Burnham said many of the messages in the cards are             

poignant. Some include poetry. Her favorite is a card homemade by a young Wyoming Area student which 
depicts a tank firing at a Christmas tree. The card included this explanation: “ Note: the solders on these pages 
are not shooting to destroy the tree. They are shooting decorations at the tree and Merry Christmas.”  
What does Burnham get out of her campaign? “The satisfaction of sending some Christmas cheer to soldiers 
overseas and Vets in the hospitals;  Let them know we haven’t forgotten about them and bring them a little 
Christmas cheer.”

Lions Clubs International adopted environmental protection as an official policy in 1972 and as an Adopted 
Service Program in 2003.  Today, the need for a global response to the environmental issues of our planet is 
greater than ever.

These are not dire predictions of the future.  They are happening today.  According to the United Nations 
Environment Programme, only about 20 percent of the world's population has reliable access to clean drinking 
water.  More people die each year from unsafe water than from all forms of violence, including war.  The 
UNEP also estimates that the world has lost more than 80 percent of its forests in the last century alone. 
In April, Lions Clubs International will shine a light on the environment.  All Lions clubs around the world are 
invited to participate in this global effort by planning events and activities such as:

Sharing the Vision 
More than 400,000 people worldwide had their sight protected or restored because of Lions special emphasis on 
vision in October.  Nearly 600 Lions Clubs in 61 countries helped make the Sharing the Vision Global Action 
Campaign a success by committing 71,917 volunteer hours to 849 projects.  That's equivalent to one Lion 
working around the clock for more than eight years! 
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In one project alone, 300 elementary school students were screened for vision problems in a project conducted 
by the Quezon City Cubao Lions Club in the Philippines. The club also added to the nearly 225,500 eyeglasses 
collected in October. 

Relieving the Hunger 
In the 639 projects reported to date, Lions worldwide are helping to sustain the lives of more than 580,000 
people by providing food and other necessities to those in need.

Each child 
received a bag with different kinds of small toys and were provided with hotdogs and drinks. The Relieving the 
Hunger campaign runs through the end of January and clubs have until March 31 to report their activities.
