How it Works  
Solicitations are made to Governmental Agencies and Businesses for used computers (typically 
2-3 years old).  When received at Synergy-Tech, their hard drives are wiped and the computers 
are refurbished with needed parts and software.  The software enables voice recognition for 
both reading and dictation. 
Once the individual is identified, a computer is delivered to them and training is provided by a 
representative of Synergy-Tech.  In some cases there may be a small charge for computer parts.  
 Synergy-Tech will also provide information to the individual about Governmental programs 
and charitable organizations that will assist the individual in obtaining full versions of the voice 
recognition software if needed by the individual. Depending on eligibility, there may be a 
charge for the software. If you know of someone that could benefit from this program, contact 
Shillington Lion Nathan Seidel (484-706-6159) and we will attempt to help them.
