Blindness prevention and eyesight preservation are what Lions took as a challenge by Helen 
Keller in 1925, when she asked them to become “Knights of the Blind.” Providing free (or 
reasonable priced) glasses to needy residents has become a major part of what Lions do. This is 
not a Free Eyeglass Program, someone somewhere pays for this. Here is the procedure in 
District 14-W for this process to take place. Whenever a club, a member, our help line 208-
LION, the Luzerne County HELP LINE, an anonymous e-mail or a referral from a news 
reporter, receives a request for eyeglasses, the procedure never varies. The individual is referred 
to the Association for the Blind on Wyoming Avenue in Exeter. The individual must call 570-
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693-3555, ask for Denise and she will walk them through the process. There is a financial 
eligibility screening, and when qualification is determined, an appointment is then made to go 
in for the vision test. When all is completed the individual leaves with new eyeglasses, courtesy 
of everyone. The Lions Club in the town where the individual lives is billed for a nominal 
amount, which is the unfunded portion of all of the costs. Single vision lenses are $35 and 
multiple vision costs the hometown club $55-$58. Transition lenses, polycarbonate lenses and 
Varilux are not provided unless the individual is willing to pay for the upgrade.�

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WHITE CANE  

History          
In 1921, James Biggs, a photographer from Bristol, England, became blind 
following an accident. Because he was feeling uncomfortable with the amount of 
traffic around his home, he painted his walking stick white to be more easily 

visible. In 1930, the late George A. Bonham, President of the Peoria Lions Club (Illinois) introduced 
the idea of using the white cane with a red band as a means of assisting the blind in independent 
mobility. The Peoria Lions approved the idea, white canes were made and distributed, and the Peoria 
City Council adopted an ordinance giving the bearers the right-of-way to cross the street. News of the 
club’s activity spread quickly to other Lions clubs throughout the United States, and their visually 
handicapped friends experimented with the white canes. Overwhelming acceptance of the white cane 
idea by the blind and sighted alike quickly gave cane users a unique method of identifying their 
special need for travel consideration among their sighted counterparts. Also in 1931, in France, Guilly 
d’Herbemont recognized the danger to blind people in traffic and launched a national “white stick 
movement” for blind people. She donated 5,000 white canes to people in Paris. Today white cane 
laws are on the books of every state in the US and many other countries, providing blind persons a 
legal status in traffic. The white cane now universally acknowledges that the bearer is blind. For 
specific information contact your local government office for motor vehicles. 
 

White Cane Safety Days 
To make the American people more fully aware of the 
meaning of the white cane and of the need for motorists to 
exercise special care for the blind person who carries it, on 
October 6, 1964, the U.S. Congress approved a resolution 
authorizing the President of the US to annually issue a 
proclamation designating October 15 th as “National 
White Cane Safety  Day.” *  
The National Federation of the Blind (NFB), a leading 
organization for the blind, has established the third week in 
May as “White Cane Week.” * During this week, a special 
concentration of efforts to educate the public concerning the 
hopes and aspirations of the blind is emphasized. In keeping with the Lions’ established tradition of 
assisting the blind, your Lions club can do much to promote community awareness of the white cane 
law by seeing that all driver education manuals prominently include the law. Request that local radio, 
TV and newspaper media periodically feature news of the law’s existence and its wording in detail. 
Contact offices of local government officials to request a proclamation. In the United States, the 
President’s annual White Cane Safety Day proclamation may be found on the White House web site 
www.whitehouse.gov (news; proclamations)

It’s short, easy and electronic – it’s the new E-Postcard and it’s required by the IRS. 
Don’t throw away your tax-exempt status – be sure to file your e-Postcard. 

 
• How do you know if your Lions Club has a filing requirement? 
If you are a small tax-exempt organization that normally has annual gross receipts of $25,000* 
or less and does not have to file Form 990 or 990-EZ, you must file the e-Postcard (also known 
as 990-N). Please note that this is an IRS requirement. 
 
• When is the e-Postcard due? 
It’s due by the 15th day of the fifth month after the close of your tax year. Lions Clubs operate 
on a fiscal year, July 1 – June 30, and the e-Postcard will be due by November 15th each year. 
 
• What information does your club need to provide on the e-Postcard? 

�  a legal name and mailing address and any other names used 
�  a Web address if one exists 
�  employer identification number (EIN) 
�  organization's annual tax period 
�  the name and address of a principal officer and 
�  A statement confirming the organization's annual gross receipts are normally $25,000* or 

less. 
 
• What happens if you don’t file? 
You risk losing your tax-exempt status! Any Lions Club that fails to meet its annual reporting 
requirement for three consecutive years automatically loses its tax-exempt status under the new 
law. 
 
• Why is the IRS calling it an e-Postcard? 
Because it’s as simple as sending a postcard and it’s electronic. 
 
• Need more information?

�  The IRS intends to increase the Form 990-N (e-postcard) threshold from $25,000 in gross 
receipts to $50,000 in gross receipts, beginning with the 2010 tax year, filed in 2011.
